Climate Change Legislation for 2009

Incase you’ve missed it, the Climate Change Act sets targets for a CO2 reduction of 26% by 2020 and an 80% reduction in all 
greenhouse gas emissions (GHGs) by 2050 (against a 1990 baseline). The Committee on Climate Change (CCC) is recommending 

even stronger targets; a 34% reduction in GHGs by 2020, and 
that this should be increased to 40% once a global deal has 
been reached.
